La temporalitat
breu 1la maxima intensitat que caracteritzen aquesta festa popular d’'origen paga seran
recontextualitzades en el marc artistic de Homesession 1 Art Nou amb l'objectiu de
pervertir una mirada social préviament construida. La innocencia del joc, les disfresses de
l'espai expositiu 1 les comparses fora d’ell esdevindran pels i les artistes unes metodologies
capaces de preguntar-se per allo que és o no és, allo que es veu o resta ocult, que recordem
o0 no volem recordar. No obstant aixo, el seu mandat encara no ha comencat 1 cal esperar,
perque aquestes tan sols son les paraules del pregoner del rei carnestoltes.

Sota el mateix caracter ludic, pero també reivindicatiu i didactic del Carnaval, sorgeix
aquesta proposta curatorial de Marc Angles emmarcada en la col-laboracio entre
Homesession, el Grup d'Innovacid Docent “Art, Professio 1 Docéncia” de la Universitat de
Barcelona 11a Sala d'Art Jove. Una triple alianca que pretén establir ponts de dialeg entre

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Cesc Hernéndez, Julia Vives Vazquez and Mikel Iniesta present us with an atypical carnival
in the month of July through the exhibition Dijous Gras, Dimecres de Cendra. The brief
temporality and maximum intensity that characterize this popular festival of pagan

origin will be recontextualised in the artistic framework of Homesession and ArtNou with
the aim of perverting a previously constructed social gaze. The innocence of the game,
the disguises of the exhibition space, and the parades outside it will be for the artists
methodologies capable of questioning what is or is not, what is seen or remains hidden,
what we remember or don't want to remember. However, their mandate has not yet
begun and we have to wait, because these are only the words of the carnival king's town
crier.

Under the same playful, but also revindicative and didactic character of the Carnival,

this curatorial proposal by Marc Anglés arises within the framework of the collaboration
between Homesession, the Grupo de Innovacién Docente "Art, Professid i Docéncia” of the
Universitat de Barcelona and the Sala d'Art Jove. Atriple alliance that aims to establish

a dialogue between the students of the Faculty of Fine Arts and the professional artistic

context.

Cesc Hernandez (Malgrat de Mar, 2000)

Fourth year student of the degree in Fine Arts at the University of Barcelona. He combines his artistic
research with his work as a stylist for audiovisual productions. Her work starts from the investigation
of a conceptualisation and politicization of the aesthetic phenomenon.
