Currently, her work focuses on 
exploring the notion and limits of intimacy from a personal perspective through 
artistic experimentation. She has been a resident artist at Can Serrat Internatio-
nal Art Residency and her works have been exhibited in various spaces, including 
La Puntual space. In addition, she has directed several artistic workshops. Du-
ring her training in the Fine Arts degree at the University of Barcelona, she has 
received three scholarships for academic excellence.

Ezequiel Soriano is an anthropologist and artist. He explores themes related to 
the internet, folklore, and appropriation through ethnography, artistic experi-
mentation, and post-digital publishing. He has carried out research and creation 
projects at Centre d’Arts Santa Mònica, Sala d’Art Jove, the Institute of Ne-
twork Cultures (Amsterdam), UOC and La Escocesa. He is currently a doctoral 
researcher in the Mediaccions group (UOC) and a member of the Radial Radiant 
collective (Barcelona).
